Donations may be used to pay for the spaying and
neutering of pets owned by low income or elderly
persons, promote public awareness about the benefits
and importance of spay and neutering, or to purchase
new spay and neuter technology that the clinic may not
otherwise be able to obtain.

¥ Shelter Expansion Fund - This expansion will add 4,600
square feet of space to the existing shelter and will
provide room for such activities as volunteer orientations,
training, indoor dog obedience classes, regional animal
welfare meetings, and coordination of off-site adoption
events.
