At the end of June, The Department of 

Commerce Inspector General confirmed that 

the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 

Administration (NOAA)'s solicitation process 

was legitimate, but agrees with Senator 

Cantwell, Congressman McDermott, and the 

City of Seattle that NOAA should have first 

considered existing federal facilities, and that choosing an 

existing federal facility could have saved taxpayer dollars. On 

Thursday, July 8th, Mayor Mike McGinn joined with 

Congressman Jim McDermott, City Councilmembers Jean 

Godden and Nick Licata, Todd Pacific Shipyards' John 

Lockwood, King County Labor Council's Executive Secretary 

David Freiboth, Office of the Governor's Director of External 

Affairs Marty Loesch, and other industry leaders to urge U.S. 

Commerce Secretary Gary Locke to intervene and seriously 

consider the use of existing federal facilities in Seattle for 

NOAA's Marine Operations Center-Pacific homeport in light of 

the Department of Commerce's Inspector General Report.
