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You may notice that things are looking a little different along the shoreline.








The Geotextile fabric that you may have noticed along the shoreline has been removed, and construction on a newly stabilized and invigorated shoreline is underway.








The black fabric is a geotextile fabric that works to clear weeds from a site, as an alternative to using pesticides.  The weed cloth prevents light from reaching the weeds underneath, or brings them to the surface for easier removal.  The weed cloth was very effective at reducing weed growth, creating an area that is now ready for planting.








In order to stabilize the shoreline area and make it more usable, large stones were added.








The large stones that line the shoreline and accent the water are serving several purposes.  Each stone is carefully placed to accomplish a goal.  Many of the stones protect the shoreline from existing and impending erosion.  They also provide additional aquatic and upland habitat.  





In order to create an easily accessible path to the water’s edge, a series of stone steps have been installed.  The stone steps slope gently down to the lake, following the existing grade of the shoreline.  They allow for lake access without compromising the native landscape plantings you will soon see here.
