Such indemnification shall not be effective to the extent that the damage or injury results from the sole negligence of the City.  The permittee further waives, with respect to the City only, its immunity under RCW title 51, Industrial Insurance.  The indemnification provided for in this permit shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement.
