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RESOLUTION _________________
A RESOLUTION in support of nominating all historically significant Seattle fire facilities to the City Landmarks Preservation Board for designation under the criteria established by SMC 25.12.350, in preparation for the forthcoming implementation of the Fire Facilities and Emergency Response Levy to be submitted to the voters of Seattle for consideration in the fall of 2003. 

WHEREAS, the City of Seattle treasures its historic resources and seeks to preserve them; and

WHEREAS, the Seattle Fire Department provides essential life safety services, including fire suppression, emergency medical services, search and rescue, fire and arson investigation, and community education and outreach; and

WHEREAS, it is imperative that fire facilities be designed to fully accommodate Fire Department operations, apparatus, and equipment so as not to hinder efficient and timely emergency response; and

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the Fleets & Facilities Department to provide and maintain fire stations that support Fire Department operations, including major renovation, and replacement and sale of surplus stations that are no longer suitable; and

WHEREAS, Fire Station 2 in Belltown is a designated City Landmark and Fire Station 10 in Pioneer Square is a contributing building in the Pioneer Square Preservation District and nine additional fire facilities appear to meet the criteria of SMC 25.12.350, the Landmarks Preservation Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Fire Facilities and Emergency Response Facilities Levy anticipates renovations to five fire facilities that are potentially historic and to Fire Station 2; and

WHEREAS, the Fire Facilities and Emergency Response Facilities Levy anticipates the replacement of four fire facilities that are potentially historic, and of Fire Station 10, and that the City will likely convey these surplus facilities to non-City entities; NOW, THEREFORE, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEATTLE, THE MAYOR CONCURRING, THAT:

Section 1.  The City Council supports the intent of the Fleets & Facilities Department to prepare, and if the proposed Fire Facilities and Emergency Response Levy is adopted by the voter, submit historic designation nominations for consideration by the Landmarks Preservation Board for the following nine fire facilities that potentially meet the criteria of SMC 25.12.350, the Landmarks Preservation Ordinance:

Section 2.  The Fleets & Facilities Department is to negotiate Controls and Incentives with the Seattle Landmarks Preservation Board, and is to develop design solutions that address critical operational requirements, but remain respectful of the historic nature of the buildings, for renovations of fire facilities that are currently designated or are designated as the result of the nomination process called for under Section 1 above.

Section 3.  For fire facilities that are currently designated or are designated as a result of the nomination process called for under Section 1 above, the Fleets and Facilities Department,  early in the design development process and throughout the design process, is to work closely with the Landmarks Preservation Board staff, Landmarks Preservation Board and its Architectural Review Committee to identify potential conflicts between operational requirements for maintaining essential systems and the historic features of the building(s).  Specifically, the Landmarks Preservation Board is to strongly consider SMC 25.12.750 (B.) that directs the Board to take into account, “the reasonableness or lack thereof of the proposed alteration or significant change in light of other alternatives available to achieve the objectives of the owner and the applicant.”  in order to ensure that Fire Department operations are not impeded.  

Section 4.  For fire facilities that are currently designated or are designated as the result of the nomination process called for under Section 1 above that are to be conveyed to non-City entities, the Fleets & Facilities Department is to condition the conveyance to require the buyer to maintain the fire stations’ historic characters by entering into a Controls and Incentives agreement with the Seattle Landmarks Preservation Board.
